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Film2Music Competition attracts wide range of filmmakers

Over 150 register to participate in unique short film contest

From film students to Emmy-nominees

(Los Angeles, 10/03/2006) --- The Cinematic CD Film2Music Competition has one more month to go until the submission deadline on November 1st.

So far, over 150 filmmakers from all over the US and from nine other countries on three continents have registered to participate. Registrants cover a diverse range of backgrounds, ages, and creative experience, from current students in film departments and hobbyists to professional filmmakers and visual artists of various disciplines, eager to face a new challenge.

The Film2Music Competition invites filmmakers to create a short film to a track of their choice from the CD Cinematic. Cinematic is instrumental music by composer Kubilay Uner intended to evoke vivid images and evolving stories. The Grand Prize is $10,000; two second prizes are set $1,000 each.  A panel of six internationally renowned filmmakers, including writer/director Michael Polish and "Monster" producer Clark Peterson, will determine those winners. In addition, a worldwide internet audience vote for one Online Audience Award winner, who will receive $5,000. 

Registrants include a number of indie directors (many of them also with a plethora of editing and similar credits in broadcast, cable and feature film productions, and some with prior film festival awards); several music video directors with major and indie label credits; an Emmy-nominated TV sitcom writer/producer; a young director from Havana, Cuba; a young Taiwanese filmmaker who left a promising career in Taipei to reinvent herself in NY; a Dutch painter and video artist; a successful German photographer; a video artist whose work has been exhibited in museums and festivals across the globe; a VJ who himself was the subject of a film; a jewelry designer; a video game designer; and last but not least, a cable wakeboard cinematographer... Film departments of three small colleges have made the competition part of their fall curriculum. Film faculty at two more schools, one of them CalArts, have expressed interest to do the same.
