· The short films must be, more or less, the length of the underlying music track

· Films containing nudity, obscenity, profanity or extreme violence will not be considered

Submission process:

· Finished films are submitted as a high quality digital file by mail to the competition address, available on the website, along with a signed submission form

· Finished films are also uploaded to one of the public video upload sites online (YouTube, MySpace, etc.) for online audience voting. Entrants will then receive a customized voting page for their film with a URL they can share to gather votes for the Online Audience Award.
